The Desert Experience

When we get born into the family of God, it is a time of excitement,
activity, great changes, God's evident hand of power, and
manifestation. As we continue to grow still as babies in Christ, we get
a "teenage" arrogance that comes over us. Like a sixteen year old, we
"know it all,” and have figured this "Christianity" thing out. Just like a
sixteen year old, we stand confidently and proclaim to the world that
"we are more than conquerors in Christ Jesus."

As many of you reading this already well know, that is as far from the
truth as one gets. The sixteen year old really is dumber than a box of
rocks and has no clue about the things that lie ahead or the meaning
of life. God, as you were with your Kids, is merciful, but determined to
"educate" his adolescent in what life is really about.

The desert experience is simply when God seemingly pulls back from
you. He doesn't seem to be there to answer your prayers. Your words
bounce off the ceiling and echo back to your ears unanswered. There
doesn't seem to be any of the "first saved pizzazz." The "giggle" is
gone. No real changes have happened for years. Welcome to the
"desert experience."

Moses was trained in all the wisdom and skill of Egypt (type of the
world) to lead Israel out of slavery. Moses thought that "his" force of
personality and power of ability would save Israel, which was
manifested when he "killed an Egyptian.” Moses had no clue what God
was like or what He was going to do to free His people. Moses thought
he knew (the sixteen year old).



Probably no one was more shocked than Moses when he was driven
out of Egypt!! Why had not God preserved him especially to save
Israel??? Had not God guided his instruction in warfare, education,
skills, wisdom of the enemy to eventually defeat the enemy? Had God
forsaken Moses and changed His mind on having him lead Israel out of
Egypt? No, not quite.

God's ways of maturity are so radically different than our humanistic
ways that we are regularly shocked at the methods of God. God had
another 40 years of training for Moses. Not so glorious as the first 40,
that is for sure. Forty years of silence, loneliness, abandonment ???
Not quite.

Be still and know that I am God. Psalm 46:10 had not been learned
yet. No man who does not know God can lead effectively. Why??? Man
will mislead people on "who" God is, and like the proverbial sixteen
year old, he will fall miserably on his face when confronted with "the
real world."

If, dear one, you are wondering if God has forsaken you, or if He just
doesn't like you anymore . . . be of good cheer. Wait upon the Lord.
(Isaiah 40:31) But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their
strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run,
and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.

When | graduated from Bob Jones, was ordained, and promoted to an
Assistant Pastor of Community Baptist Church in Ft Myers, | thought
that I had it figured out. | mean the Christian life. Then God drove me
into the wilderness of sickness, cancer, radiation, weakness,
sleeplessness, nervousness, anger, frustration, failure, fatigue,
headaches, fear, confusion, and loneliness . . . the desert. The idea of
the desert is loneliness. Pain is isolating, unable to be really explained
to another, and tends to hinder your communication with God. Ever try
having intercessory prayer when in pain? Forget it, you bumble,
mumble, tumble, and stumble through repetition. You cry out . . .
"Where is the Lord God of Elijah?"

Do you think Moses cried that out??? (He was before Elijah, but a
statement like it?) Where is the Lord God of my childhood? Where is
the Lord God that saved me from the crocs? Where is the Lord God
who had Pharaoh's daughter adopt me, my real mother feed me, and
Egypt educate me for a powerful leadership position?



He was still there Moses, but you did not know Him like you needed to.
Only the desert experience will reveal who God is and what He wants
to do through you. When Moses went back to Egypt, no one
misunderstood who was doing the miracles, and really delivering
Israel. They all knew it was Jehovah God.

That is what God wants for all of us. Paul said it this way: That | may
know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his
sufferings, being made conformable unto his death. (Philippians 3:10)
Dear One, enjoy the journey, whether going to, in, or coming out of
the desert. Enjoy the school God has prepared for you and you alone.

Flea Market Ministry

In the early part of
1998, we had been introduced to a man by the name of James
Gardner. Brother Gardner had started a ministry called the Amazing
Grace Mission. This evangelistic ministry was started for one purpose
and that was to win souls for Christ at the county fairs of America.
After hearing about this great ministry, we invited Jim to come and
present the work in December of 1998.

At the same time, Bonita Springs had plans of opening up a Flea
Market on Bonita Beach Road near I-75. When Jim came and shared
with us the wonderful and “amazing” things God had done, it was as if
God opened up the clouds and showed us what we needed to do: God
led us to rent a booth at the Flamingo Island Flea Market and duplicate
in a similar fashion what Amazing Grace has been doing for close to 50
years.

Though the Flea Market and the Fair ministries are two different
“animals,” our purpose and desire is the same as the day we started:
to win souls for Jesus Christ. | can still remember the first day we
brought up the concept in the deacon’s meeting. There were so many
objections as to the particulars of how, what, who and when that I
almost thought it was well nigh hopeless.

Ever since then we have seen young and
old come to trust Christ as personal Savior. We have even now
expanded ourselves into making Bibles, music and books available for
sale.

I want to especially thank Gloria Stevens for her leadership as the
director of this ministry. Gloria has served many hours and gone well
beyond the call of duty. Her love for this ministry has proven to be
strong and | am grateful for her contributions. | also want to thank
Ben & Sandy Atto for redecorating the booth last year in order to give
it a more pleasing look.

But, let me now bring this down to you! We need help this coming
season. This is one of the easiest forms of evangelistic work | have
ever seen. Our workers stand by the aisle and pass out Gospel tracts
to those passing by. You say to yourself, “That’s easy!” You bet. It is
real easy and because of that | am pleading with you to give a couple
of hours a week to help us reach people for Christ.

During this time of year there are some 1500 — 2200 people who walk
those aisles.

Each day team members go
out and recruit other teens to earn points for their team, but most
importantly, to invite them to the activity. After the activities, the
young people are encouraged to stay for the preaching of God’s Word.
Our prayer is that many young people from the community will be
reached through this opportunity.

In December, the teens will again be going to four nursing homes to
sing Christmas Carols and visit with the residents, and also visit shut-
ins from our church. Each year we hear how many of the elderly are
encouraged by the young people coming out to sing for them.

As you can see, the next several months will be a busy time for the
youth. Please be in prayer that God will use these opportunities of
service to see many other teens added to the church and encouraged
to serve Christ with their lives.
